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	OBJECTION TO ADMINISTATION OF WILL DATED FEBRUARY 12, 2021


NOW COMES the Objector Mary Hallgren, by and through the firm of Boatright, Ripp and Lusk, LLC, and Thomas R. Ripp, a member of that firm, and sets forth the following as and for a OBJECTION TO ADMINISTATION OF WILL DATED FEBRUARY 12, 2021. As grounds for this Objection the Objector states as follows:  
1) 
The Court has before it a will dated February 12, 2021 will (the “Will”) of the Decedent. That Will has been admitted to informal probate, and a personal representative has been appointed. 

2) 
Prior to admitting the Will to an informal probate proceeding, the Objector was not notified that the Will existed, nor that it was being admitted for administration under informal probate. 

3) 
The Objector is the wife of the deceased. 

4)
The Will does not mention Mary Hallgren as the wife of the decedent.
5) 
Given the fact that the Objector maintains that the Will is not valid, the law requires the probate matter be administered formally. C.R.S. 15-12-404.
5) 
It is the understanding of the Objector that the Will was executed while the Decedent was the subject of a Conservatorship and Guardianship action before this Court. That protection action is currently closed and therefore the Objector has not had access to petitions, motions and orders filed in that matter.
6) 
In support of the Objector’s contention that she is the wife of the Decedent, and therefore is an interested party and has the right to oppose the probate of the Will, are Exhibits identified below. 
7)
Exhibit A is a will executed by the Decedent March 2, 2012. That will left all property to Mary Hallgren. It identified Mary Hallgren as the Decedent’s “common law wife”.
8)
Exhibit B is a will executed by the Decedent June 29, 2018. In that will, the Decedent refers to the Mary Hallgren as a member of his family and as his common law wife.
9)
Exhibit C is a medical record of the Decedent dated May 11, 2018 wherein the person charting the medical information recounts a statement made by the Decedent that his “wife” was going to take him to the VA emergency room. Mary Hallgren was not present when that record was created.  
10)
Exhibit D is a medical record of the Decedent dated September 16, 2020 wherein the person charting the medical information refers to Mary Hallgren as the Decedent’s wife. Mary Hallgren was not present when that record was created.
11) On October 17, 2020, the Decedent was evaluated upon referral (not by Objector) by David G. Mirich, Ph.D. That report is attached as Exhibit E. In that report Dr. Mirich stated, inter alia, as follows:  

“Results of the evaluation of his history and present assessment indicate that Mr. Lenca’s current neurocognitive functioning meets the DSM-5 diagnostic criteria for Major Neurocognitive Disorder due to Alzheimer’s Disease (young onset). In the opinion of this Evaluator, his impairments are severe, multiple and overlapping. He presents with cognitive deficits in the domains of memory, orientation, attention, executive functioning, problem solving and awareness of deficits’
The Evaluation Report goes on to state: 

“Mr. Lenca has been showing little awareness as to his declining abilities in these areas. He is not able to remember people from day to day. He is largely unaware of his financial assets or the makeup of his current will if there is one.” 
WHEREFORE, the wife Objector hereby prays for an Order converting this probate proceeding to one of formal probate, and that the Court find that the Decedent was wholly without testamentary capacity at the time of executing the Will, and therefor find that the Will is of no force and effect. 
The Objector demands a jury trial on the issue of her Objection to the probating of the February 12, 2021 Will.
